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BY -LAWS  

Revised 12/09  

 
Article I 
NAME: 

The name of this Corporation is DOG OBEDIENCE CLUBS OF FLORIDA (DOCOF or the 
Organization), a Florida Not For Profit Corporation. 

 
PURPOSE: 

SECTION I 
This is a non-profit Corporation, organized solely for general purposes pursuant to the 
Florida Corporation Not For Profit Law set forth in Section 617 of the Florida Statutes. 

SECTION II 
The specific and primary purposes for which this Organization was formed are: 
(a) To promote dog obedience training throughout Florida. 
(b)  To promote co-operation of all member obedience organizations; and 
(c)  To promote and encourage sportsmanlike competition at all obedience trials and 

matches. 
 

Article II 
MEMBERSHIP: 

SECTION I 
(a)  Each club, organization, or individual applying for membership shall apply on a form 

supplied by DOCOF and submitted to the Secretary or DOCOF Membership 
Chairperson along with the dues for the current year. At the first regular meeting 
after receiving the application, the application shall be presented for action by the 
membership. An affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the DOCOF members present 
shall be required for approval of the application. The applicant shall be notified by 
the DOCOF Secretary within ten (10) days as to acceptance or rejection. 

(b)  Dues are to be reviewed and approved yearly at the annual meeting. 
(c)  Clubs that pay dues for the following year, either before or during the Labor Day 

weekend, will receive a five dollar ($5.00) rebate on the amount due. 
(d)  Agreement/Waiver of Liability/Arbitration: 
 (i) All member clubs, organizations and individuals (hereafter referred to as 

members) agree that Dog Obedience Clubs of Florida (hereafter referred to as 
DOCOF) has the right to refuse entry for any event for cause which the club 
shall deem sufficient. In consideration of the acceptance of an entry and of the 
holding of the event, and of the opportunity to have the dog(s) judged and to win 
prizes, ribbons, or trophies, all members agree to hold DOCOF, their Officers, 
their members, directors, governors, agents, superintendents or event secretary 
and the owner and/or lessor of the premises and any provider of services that 
are necessary to hold this event and any employees or volunteers of the 
aforementioned parties, and anyone judging at this event, harmless from any 
claim for loss or injury which may be alleged to have been caused directly or 
indirectly to any person or thing by the act of any dog while in or about the event 
premises or grounds or near any entrance thereto. All members personally 
assume all responsibility and liability for any such claim; and further agree to 
hold the aforementioned parties harmless from any claim for loss, injury or 
damage. 
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 (ii) Additionally, members hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to 
indemnify, defend and save the aforementioned parties harmless from any and 
all loss and expense (including legal fees) by reason of the liability imposed by 
law upon any of the aforementioned parties for damage because of bodily 
injuries, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person 
or persons, including myself (ourselves), or on account of damage to property, 
arising out of or in consequence of my (our) participation in this event, however 
such, injuries, death or property damage may be caused, and whether or not the 
same may have been caused or may be alleged to have been caused by the 
negligence of the aforementioned parties or any of their employees, agents, or 
any other persons.  

 (iii) ALL MEMBER CLUBS, ORGANIZATIONS AND INDIVIDUALS AGREE THAT 
ANY CAUSE OF ACTION, CONTROVERSY OR CLAIM ARISING OUT OF OR 
RELATED TO THE ENTRY, EXHIBITION OR ATTENDANCE AT THE EVENT 
BETWEEN DOCOF AND MYSELF (OURSELVES) OR AS TO THE 
CONSTRUCTION, INTERPRETATION AND EFFECT OF THIS AGREEMENT 
SHALL BE SETTLED BY ARBITRATION PURSUANT TO THE APPLICABLE 
RULES OF THE AMERICAN ARBITRATION ASSOCIATION.  HOWEVER, 
PRIOR TO ARBITRATION ALL APPLICABLE BYLAWS, STANDING RULES, 
REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES MUST FIRST BE FOLLOWED AS SET 
FORTH IN THE DOCOF BY-LAWS, RULES, AND REGULATIONS, 
PUBLISHED POLICIES AND GUIDELINES. 

SECTION II 
Termination of Membership and Re-Instatement: 
(a)  Any member organization may resign from DOCOF upon written notice to the 

DOCOF Secretary prior to a regular meeting. 
(b)  A membership shall be considered lapsed if such member clubôs dues remain 

unpaid by March 1 of each year. In no case may a member club whose dues are 
unpaid be entitled to vote at any DOCOF meeting. Any member club whose 
membership has lapsed on March 1 due to non-payment of dues will not be eligible 
for, or allowed to compete in the competition on Labor Day weekend of that year. 

(c)  A member club whose membership has lapsed for non-payment of dues may apply 
for reinstatement by paying its dues by the Annual meeting on Labor Day weekend, 
but it will not be eligible for, or allowed to compete in the Annual State Competition 
for that year.  Any member club who does not request to be reinstated by the 
Annual Labor day meeting will have its membership terminated and will have to 
reapply for membership and be voted on as in Article II, Section I. 

(d)  A membership may be terminated by expulsion as provided in Article VIII. 
 

Article III 
MEETINGS: 

SECTION I 
Meetings of DOCOF shall be held at places designated by the President, and the Secretary 
shall mail written notices of each meeting at least fifteen (15) days prior to the date of the 
meeting.  DOCOF will have one (1) regular meeting. The Annual Meeting will be held on 
Labor Day Weekend and in conjunction with the Annual State Obedience Competition. 
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SECTION II 
A quorum for a regular meeting will be thirty percent (30%) of the membership in good 
standing of DOCOF at the time of said meeting. 

SECTION III 
All meetings shall be conducted in accordance with Robertôs Rules of Order, except where 
conflicting with these By-Laws. 

SECTION IV 
At all meetings of DOCOF, the Order of Business shall be as follows: 
 

1. Roll Call (may be written.) 
2. Minutes of the last meeting. 
3. Presidentôs Report. 
4. Secretaryôs Report. 
5. Treasurerôs Report. 
6. Committee Reports. 
7. Election of Officers. 
8. Election of New Members. 
9. Unfinished Business. 
10. New Business. 
11. Adjournment. 

SECTION V 
All member organizations shall designate to the DOCOF Secretary or Membership 
Chairperson in writing their Delegate and Alternate for the fiscal year. If for any reason 
neither is able to attend, a substitution may be made by notifying the Secretary prior to the 
meeting. 

SECTION VI 
Each member organization shall have one vote and proxy votes will not be accepted. 
 

Article IV 
BOARD OF TRUSTEES AND DIRECTOR: 

SECTION I 
The powers of DOCOF shall be exercised, its properties controlled, and its affairs 
conducted by a Board of Trustees. This Board shall consist of the following members: 
President, 1st Vice President, 2nd Vice President, Secretary, & Treasurer. 

SECTION II 
DOCOF shall have one Director whose sole duty as Director shall be to act as Registered 
Agent with the State of Florida and be so registered on the Annual Report to the State. This 
Director may or may not be a member of the Board of Trustees. 

SECTION III 
Notwithstanding any other provision hereof to the contrary, any action of the Board of 
Trustees, which is required or permitted to be taken, may be taken without a meeting if 
written consent to the action, signed by all of the members of the Board, is filed in the 
Minutes of the Proceedings of the next regular meeting. A Trustee shall be deemed present 
if a conference telephone call or similar communications equipment is used, by means of 
which all persons participating can hear each other. 
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Article V 
OFFICERS: 

SECTION I 
The DOCOF officers, consisting of the President, 1st Vice President, 2nd Vice President, 
Secretary, and Treasurer, shall serve in their respective capacities with regard to the 
Organization and its meetings. 
(a)  The President shall preside at all meetings of the Club and shall have the duties and 

powers normally appurtenant to the office of President, in addition to those 
particularly specified in these By-Laws. 

(b)  The 1st Vice President shall assume the duties and exercise the powers of the 
President in case of the Presidentôs death, absence, or incapacity. 

(c)  The 2nd Vice president shall assume the duties and exercise the powers of the 
President in case of the Presidentôs and 1st Vice Presidentôs death, absence, or 
incapacity. 

(d)  The Secretary shall keep a record of all meetings of the Organization and of all 
matters of which a record shall be ordered by the Organization. He/she shall be in 
charge of all correspondence, notify new members of their election to office, keep a 
roll of the members of the Organization with their addresses, and carry out such 
duties as are prescribed in these By-Laws. 

(e)  The Treasurer shall collect and receive all monies due or belonging to DOCOF. 
He/she shall deposit same in a bank designated by the Organization, in the name of 
the Organization. His/her books shall be open at all times for inspection by the 
Organization, and he/she shall report at every meeting on the condition of the 
Organizationôs finances and every item of receipt or payment not before reported. At 
the Annual Meeting, he/she shall render an account of all monies received and 
expended during the previous fiscal year.  The treasurer shall be bonded for 
a minimum of $25,000.00. 

 

Article VI 
CLUB YEAR AND ELECTIONS: 

SECTION I 
The Clubôs Fiscal Year shall begin on the first day of January and end December 31st. 
Dues are to be paid January 1st, are delinquent on February 1st, and are lapsed if not paid 
by March 1st. 

SECTION II 
The Annual Meeting shall be held on Labor Day Weekend prior to the Annual State 
Competition, at which time officers for the ensuing year shall be elected. They shall take 
office immediately upon the conclusion of the Annual State Obedience Competition for that 
year. Each retiring officer shall turn over to his/her successor all properties and records 
relating to that office within sixty (60) days after the election. 

SECTION III 
No person may be a candidate in an election who has not been nominated. Nominations 
shall be made at the Annual Meeting and the voting will be held immediately. There shall 
not be a Nominating Committee. All nominations shall be from the floor. The candidate 
receiving the majority of votes for each office shall be declared elected. 
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Article VII 
COMMITTEES: 

SECTION I 
The Organization or its President may appoint standing committees each year to advance 
the work of DOCOF in such matters as Trials and Matches, Membership, and other fields 
which may be well served by these committees. Such committees shall always be subject 
to the final authority of the Organization. Special committees may also be appointed to aid 
the Organization on any particular project. 

SECTION II 
Any committee appointment may be terminated by a majority vote of the membership of the 
Organization with written notice to the appointee; and the Organization may appoint 
successors to those persons whose services have been terminated. The President may 
terminate any Committee. 
 

Article VIII 
DISCIPLINE: 

SECTION I 
AMERICAN KENNEL CLUB SUSPENSION: Any member club who is suspended from the 
privileges of the American Kennel Club automatically shall be suspended from the 
privileges of DOCOF for a like period. Any individual suspended by the American Kennel 
Club may not participate in any activities of this Organization during the period of his/her 
suspension. 

SECTION II 
CHARGES: Any member club may prefer charges against another member club for alleged 
misconduct prejudicial to the best interests of the Organization. Written charges with 
specifications must be filed in duplicate with the DOCOF Secretary, together with a deposit 
of ten dollars ($10.00), which shall be forfeited if such charges are not sustained by the 
Organization following a hearing. The Secretary shall promptly send a copy of the charges 
to each member organization or present them at a DOCOF meeting, and the Organization 
shall first consider whether the action alleged in the charges, if proven, might constitute 
conduct prejudicial to the best interests of DOCOF. If the Organization considers that the 
charges do not allege conduct which would be prejudicial to DOCOF, it may refuse to 
entertain jurisdiction. If DOCOF entertains jurisdiction of the charges, it shall fix a date of 
hearing by the Organization, not less than three weeks nor more than six weeks thereafter. 
The Secretary shall promptly send one copy of the charges by Certified Mail to the accused 
member club together with a notice of the hearing and an assurance that delegates or 
representatives of the defendant Club may personally appear in their own defense and may 
bring witnesses if they wish. 

SECTION III 
CLUB HEARING: DOCOF shall have complete authority to decide whether counsel may 
attend the hearing, but both the complainant and the defendant shall be treated uniformly in 
that regard. Should the charges be sustained, after hearing all the evidence and testimony 
presented by the complainant and defendant, the Organization may, by majority vote of 
those present, suspend the defendant club from all privileges of the Organization for not 
more than six months from the date of the hearing. And, if it deems that the punishment is 
insufficient, it may also recommend that the penalty be expulsion from the Organization. In 
such case, the suspension shall not restrict the defendant clubôs right to appear before its 
fellow members at the ensuing Organization meeting.   
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Immediately after DOCOF has reached a decision, its finding shall be put in written form 
and filed with the Secretary. The Secretary, in turn, shall notify each of the parties of the 
Organizationôs decision and penalty, if any. 

SECTION IV 
EXPULSION: Expulsion of a member Club from the Organization may be accomplished 
only at a DOCOF meeting. Such proceedings may occur at a regular or special meeting of 
the Organization to be held within sixty (60) days, but not earlier than thirty (30) days after 
the date of the Organizationôs recommendation of expulsion. The defendant Club shall have 
the privilege of appearing on its own behalf. The DOCOF President shall read the charges 
and the Organizationôs findings and recommendations and invite the defendant Club, if 
present, to speak on its own behalf if its members wish. The DOCOF members in 
attendance shall then vote by secret ballot on the proposed expulsion. A two-third (2/3) 
majority vote of those present and voting at the meeting shall be necessary for expulsion. If 
expulsion is not voted, the member Clubôs suspension shall stand. 
 

Article IX 
AMENDMENTS: 

SECTION I 
Amendments to the By-Laws may be proposed by the Organization or by written petition 
addressed to the Secretary and signed by twenty percent (20%) of the membership in good 
standing. Amendments proposed by such petition shall be promptly considered by  DOCOF 
and must be submitted to the members by the Secretary with recommendations of the 
Organization for a vote at the next regularly scheduled meeting. 

SECTION II 
The By-Laws may be amended by a two-third (2/3) majority vote of the Organizationôs 
members present and voting at any regular or special meeting called for that purpose, 
provided the proposed amendments have been included in the notice of the meeting and 
mailed to each member Club at least fifteen (15) days prior to the date of the meeting. 
 

Article X 
DISSOLUTION: 

SECTION I 
The Organization may be dissolved at any time by the written consent of not less than two-
thirds (2/3) of the member Clubs. In the event of the dissolution of the Organization, 
whether voluntary or involuntary or by operation of law, none of the property of the 
Organization nor any of the proceeds thereof, nor any assets of the Organization shall be 
distributed to any members of the Organization, but after payment of the debts of the 
Organization, its property and assets shall be given to a charitable organization for the 
benefit of dogs, this organization to be selected by DOCOF.

RULES & REGULATIONS  

Revised 12/09  

 

PURPOSE  

The purpose of the Dog Obedience Clubs of Florida (DOCOF) Annual Competition is to provide the 
opportunity for handlers and dogs to represent their Organizations in competition as a team.  
These Rules and Regulations constitute the basis of the Competition. However, the success of the 
event relies on the integrity and good sportsmanship of the competing member organizations. 
 

GENERAL  

The DOCOF Competition will be held Labor Day Weekend in conjunction with the DOCOF Annual 
Meeting. The following awards will be presented: 1st through 4th places in each class, Highest 
Scoring Dog, Highest Scoring Team and High Tri-Combined Team. The High Tri-Combined Team 
shall consist of the combined scores of each teamôs highest scoring Novice dog and handler, Open 
dog and handler, and Utility dog and handler. These three scores are combined and compared to 
other team scores. The team with the highest total score is the High Tri-Combined Team. 
 

RULES AND REGULATIONS  

 
Article 1 - OBEDIENCE REGULATIONS: 

The current American Kennel Club Obedience Regulations govern any rules not stated herein. 
 
Article 2 - ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS: 
1. Any recognized Member Organization of DOCOF in good standing may enter. 
2.  No individual exhibitor entries will be accepted. 
 
Article 3 ï ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 
1. Each eligible DOCOF Member Organization may enter a maximum of three (3) teams. 

a.  A full team consists of a minimum of 6 dogs and a maximum of 9 dogs, and shall consist of 
at least 2, but not more than 3 Novice dogs; at least 2, but not more than 3 Open dogs; and 
at least 2, but not more than 3 Utility dogs. 

b.  Partial teams of fewer than 2 dogs per class or less than 3 classes or both may also be 
entered. 

2.  A second or third team may be entered only if the following requirements are met: 
a.  If sending a second team, the Member Organizationôs first team must consist of a full 

complement of 3 dogs at each level/class. 
b.  If sending a third team, both of the Member Organizationôs first and second teams must 

consist of a full complement. 
c.  The second or third team may then be a partial team as defined in 1. b. above. 

3.  The method utilized in selecting individual exhibitors and dogs to represent a Member 
Organization is not a part of these Rules and Regulations; however, the requirements of Article 
4 below must be adhered to. 
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4.  Each club, organization or individual will have the option of designating one dog and handler for 
each level (one Novice, one Open and/or one Utility, regardless of the number of teams being 
sent) as an emergency substitute, to be used only in the event that two dogs showing at the 
same level on the same team are unable to compete. The substitute will take the place of one 
of the absentee entries, and the information in the exhibitor list will not be changed. An entry 
fee will not be charged for listing the emergency substitutes, whether or not any are used to 
substitute for a team member at the Tournament. If a substitute will be used, it is the Team 
Captain's responsibility to notify the Tournament Secretary as soon as possible. If the 
substitution occurs on the day of the Tournament, the Team Captain will also report the change 
to both the scheduled ring and the group ring for that entry. If the club, organization or 
individual chooses to take advantage of this option, emergency substitutes must be listed on a 
separate sheet of paper and sent in with the official entry form. All of the information required 
for regular entries must be provided for the substitutes, including jump height. All rules related 
to eligibility (both dog and handler) also apply to substitutes. 

 
Article 4 ï EXHIBITORS: 
1.  Exhibitors must be in good standing with whatever Registry they represent, and shall have 

been members of the Member Organization they represent for a minimum period of six months. 
2.  An exhibitor may only represent one Member Organization. 
3.  An exhibitor may not show more than 1 dog per level/class, nor more than 2 different dogs. An 

exhibitor may show 2 different dogs at the same level/class, only if the dogs are on different 
teams for the same Member Organization. Exceptions may be made when substituting for 
another team member in cases of extreme hardship or serious illness.  The DOCOF Board 
must approve all exceptions. 

4.  A dog must be shown by the same exhibitor through all the exercises in each class entered. 
5.  A dog must be handled by its owners or immediate family. Exceptions for cases of hardship 

may be granted upon decision of the DOCOF Board. 
6.  All Member Organizations north of, or in line with Interstate 10 across North Florida will be 

allowed to have members on their teams from the states of Georgia or Alabama, providing that, 
by each March 1st they will declare in writing those individuals as training with their facility and 
asking for eligibility for them for the upcoming Competition. All other Member Organizations in 
the state of Florida will be required to have only Florida residents on their teams. There shall be 
no teams made up of exhibitors selected at large from the state of Florida strictly to enter a 
competitive team at DOCOF. 

7.  If DOCOF has received any information calling into question whether an Exhibitor is a legal 
resident of the State of Florida, DOCOF may, at its discretion, require the Exhibitor to produce 
for inspection and copying, two or more of the following documents:  
a. The Exhibitorôs valid current Florida voter registration card;  
b. The Exhibitorôs valid current Florida driverôs license or, if the Exhibitor doesnôt have any 
driverôs license, a valid current Florida-issued identification card;  

c. The Exhibitorôs valid current Florida county homestead exemption certificate;  
d. The Exhibitorôs valid current U.S. passport; and/or  
e. The Exhibitorôs most recent six months utility bills for the Florida address where the 

Exhibitor claims to reside.   
At the Exhibitorôs request, DOCOF will redact (e.g., cross out or otherwise make unreadable) 
from any copies of documents that DOCOF retains, any of the Exhibitorôs personal information 
which is not relevant to establishing legal residency.      
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Article 5 ï DOG ELIGIBILITY: 
1.  A dog is not required to have any title for the class entered. 
2.  A dog must compete at a level equal to or higher than its highest title awarded by any registry. 
3.  A dog may be entered for one Member Organization only. 
4.  A dog may be entered in one class only. 
5.  Entries are not restricted as to breed or sex, except in the case of breed-specific Clubs, whose 

teams must consist of only that breed or such other breeds as are specifically mentioned in the 
Clubôs by-laws. 

6.  Entries of dogs from other registries or non-purebred dogs are allowed. 
 
Article 6 ï ENTRIES: 
1.  The entry fee will be determined each year by DOCOF at the annual meeting. 
2.  No entries will be accepted unless accompanied by the appropriate entry fees. 
3.  Entry fee checks shall be made payable to DOCOF. 
4.  Completed entries shall be submitted on the official DOCOF entry form. Entries must be signed 

by the Team Captain or Delegate of the Organization, signifying under penalty of 
disqualification that the information on the entry is correct. 

5.  No entry will be accepted without at least one full day volunteer worker per team representing 
the Member Organization specified on the entry form. 

 
Article 7 ï CLOSING DATE, JUDGES, AND CATALOG: 
1.  The Closing date to receive entries shall be at not more than 6 weeks prior to the Tournament 

date.  The closing date to receive entries shall be set by the Tournament Secretary, with the 
approval of the DOCOF Board members.  Entries cannot be accepted after the closing date.  
Changes to entries will be considered if requests are made in writing to the Tournament 
Secretary, with approval of the DOCOF Board, prior to 3 weeks before the Tournament date.  
Entries cannot be changed in any way after the 3 week deadline. No telephone or fax entries 
will be accepted. 

2.  DOCOF shall have the sole jurisdiction over selection of Judges. 
3.  A ñcatalogò will not be printed, but an exhibitor list will be published. 
 
Article 8 ï JUDGING: 
1.  Entries will be assigned randomly between the Judges for each class. 
2.  All judging will be according to AKC Regulations, except as noted in these Competition rules. 
3.  The Novice run-off Judge will be one of the Open or Utility Judges. The Open run-off Judge will 

be one of the Novice or Utility Judges. The Utility run-off Judge will be one of the Novice or 
Open Judges. The run-off procedure to determine the State Highest Scoring Obedience 
Novice, Open, and Utility Class dogs shall be to judge each dog separately and according to 
AKC Regulations. 

4.  The team having the highest score from the possible 1200 points will be declared the State 
Highest Scoring Team. In the case of a team consisting of 3 members in a class, only the 2 
highest scores will be tabulated in the Teamôs total score. 

5.  In the event of a ñTie Scoreò for Highest Scoring Team, a run-off shall be conducted as follows: 
The teams which are tied shall select one Novice, one Open, and one Utility dog to represent 
their teams in the run-off. 
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6.  Group stays may be scheduled by the DOCOF Trial Secretary between the hours of 11 a.m. 
and noon in all rings, including the Utility rings. DOCOF will randomly assign participants to 
each group or a separate group ring, utilizing an additional Judge, may be used to expedite 
judging of the Novice and Open classes, in which case group stays may be done before or 
after individual performances. Clubs are asked to avoid large groups of team members in the 
same set of stays. 

7.  The score for the Directed Jumping exercise in Utility will be divided; each jump will be scored 
as a separate exercise. 

8.  In the Open and Utility classes, the No. 1 order of exercises will be used. 
9. Judges will standardize the Utility glove exercise to use the same glove position for each dog. 
10. Entries will be arranged in jump height order and will alternate each year. In odd numbered 

years scheduling will be high to low, and in even numbered years scheduling will be low to 
high. 

 
Article 9 ï DRESS: 
Club patches, shirts, or uniforms may be worn in the ring if a team desires to do so. Dogs may 
wear decorative scarves and/or collars. 
 
Article 10 ï AWARDS: 
Only team members who actually participate will be eligible for awards. 
 
Article 11 ï NO SCORE: 
Any dog that fouls the ring, or dog or handler found guilty of conduct that would call for excusing 
the dog or handler under American Kennel Club rules, will receive no score. 
 
Article 12 ï ABSENTEES: 
Team captains must report absences of team members for both the individual exercises and group 
stays. If an exhibitor is missing when the armband number is called there will be no attempt to 
locate the exhibitor.
